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Welcome to this audio description introduction to YFEL, a Pan Pan in association with APHIDS production. This play is directed by Gavin Quinn, with Set Design by Andrew Clancy. Lighting Design is by Suzie Cummins, and Sound Design is by Alice Quinn Banville. 

The performance runs for approximately Seventy-five minutes without interval.

ABOUT THE PLAY
[ˈy.vel] Do you need to be evil to be an artist?
Most art is bad, so are most people. The YFEL School of Performing Arts brings you through the journey of becoming an artist, where artistic success is guaranteed. Influenced by Faust, dodgy artists’ memoirs, art manifestos and acting manuals; YFEL is a performing arts school for the artistically deranged.
ABOUT THE SET
As we sit waiting for the show to begin there is a black curtain that   separates the audience from what will be revealed, it's quite near the audience front seats, about half a metre.  So we are really up close to this frontier.

The curtains open to reveal a black rubber floored room that has clear plastic curtains running across it either side, they remind me of the type you might see used when an area is trying to be kept clean, not having blood spilt on it, but there is no blood spilt in this show.  Behind these  curtains are dj's sat at deck stands.  At the back of the stage is a rustic dark wooden panelled wall, light sometimes peeks in through the cracks between the panels.  To the back far right and left of the wooden wall are two grey painted boxes with doors that the performers  disappear through and re-enter.  The boxes remind me a little bit of Dr Who's   tardis.

The main performance space is quite bare as the show begins.  There are 6 wooden classroom chairs – two to our left, 4 at the back.  Next to the chairs on our left is a wooden classroom table with some bits and pieces on it, a grey swivel chair sits closeby.  To our right is a computer desk minus the computer, at the back it some kind of contraption made from a bicycle wheel, perhaps we will find out about that later.  A stool is tucked in by the desk.  Further to our right nearer to us is another grey swivel chair.
ABOUT THE CAST AND COSTUMES

Mish Grigor is the first performer we meet, you will recognise her by the Australian accent.  She is tall, has shoulder length chocolate brown hair pulled away from her face in a loose ponytail.  She's wearing a black long sleeved leotard with a short black wrap dance skirt, black tights and black dance shoes.  All the performers wear the same black dance shoes.  All of the performers also wear packs tucked into thick black belts fastened with velcro and an earpiece with a wire that connects to the pack.  This is where they receive live directions.  
Mazzy Ronaldson is the next performer to speak, she is dressed      similarly to Mish, apart from she wears a short sleeved leotard and no tights.  Mazzy also has a shade of chocolate brown hair but it's pulled up in a tight bun, classical ballet style.  Mazzy wears large thick framed glasses.
Marcus McKenzie the next to speak is wearing a tight fitting cock and balls revealing grey sleeveless leotard, it has a zip at his torso, undone to reveal his well kept physic and the hairs on his chest.  Marcus is bald apart from a small patch of blond curls at the back of his head.  The character is perhaps unaware of or quite comfortable with the revealing elements of his costume.
Faith Jones has short blonde hair, broad shoulders and an intense stare.  She wears a comfortable looking sleeveless black top with long shorts and a white and black sailors cap.  Faith and Mazzy are a good bit shorter than Mish and Marcus, I'm pointing this out as it will be used for comic effect in one section of the show.
Some of them will change clothes later but I'll leave that for the show.
